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Kannami town is the entrance of Izu Peninsula in eastern
Shizuoka Prefecture. JR Kannami station is less than 100 km
from Tokyo station. It is bounded by the watershed of the
Hakone Mountain. It is close to Atami to the east and Yugawara
and Hakone-machi to the northwest. It is also fronted Mishima
and Numazu city to the northeast, and Izunokuni city to the
south.

The town is consisted of mountain area, hilly area, and flat land
area from Hakone to the east.
